INDONESIA – VISA INFORMATION

VISA ON ARRIVAL CHARGES 

Visitors can apply for VOA at special counters of the Immigration Office at Bandar Bentan Telani Ferry Terminal (BBT).

a) US$10.00 per person for a maximum period of seven (07) days / six (06) nights stay

b) US$25.00 per person for more than seven (07) days; and up to a maximum of thirty (30) days

Note :  A charge of US$20.00 per day will be imposed for overstaying

DOCUMENTS REQUIRED 

· Visitors are required to have at hand the following documents for VOA application.

· Passport with a minimum of six (06) months validity

· Arrival / Departure Card

· Return or onward journey ticket

· Exact amount in US Dollars for VOA payment



VISA REQUIRED 

Foreigners holding travel documents issued by the other countries not listed above have to apply visa at the Indonesian Embassy at their respective country of residence.
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
